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Snowmobiling Opportunities on DCNR, State Forest Lands 
2015-16 Winter Riding Season 

 
Opportunities to ride snowmobiles on DCNR State Forest and State Park lands total 2,889 

miles of open roads and trails statewide for this winter.  This is a 9 mile decrease from the total 
mileage available for the 2014-2015 riding season.  Joint-use roads make up 1,856 miles while trails 
and gated roads make up 1,033 miles of those total miles.  There are 157 miles of joint-use road and 
12 miles of trail that will be closed this season.  Additional snowmobile trails have been created and 
added to the trail system to make up for the impacted roads and trails.

Details regarding snowmobiling opportunities are discussed below for each forest district.    
 
D-01, Michaux State Forest 
The Michaux State Forest currently has 77.8 miles of joint-use roads and 54.01 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 131.8 miles open for riding. 
 
D-02, Buchanan State Forest  
The Buchanan State Forest currently has 57.43 miles of joint-use roads and 34.4 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 91.83 miles open for riding. 
 
D-03, Tuscarora State Forest  
The Tuscarora State Forest currently has 93.5 miles of joint-use roads and 43.6 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 137.1 miles open for riding. 
 
D-04, Forbes State Forest  
The Forbes State Forest currently has 34.51 miles of joint-use roads and 38.62 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 73.13 miles open for riding. 
 
D-05, Rothrock State Forest 
The Rothrock State Forest currently has 168.8 miles of joint-use roads and 27.5 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 196.2 miles open for riding. 
 
D-06, Gallitzin State Forest  
The Gallitzin State Forest currently has 10.6 miles of joint-use roads and 15.5 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 26.1 miles open for riding. 
 
 
D-07, Bald Eagle State Forest 
The Bald Eagle State Forest currently has 269.8 miles of joint-use roads and 28.6 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 298.4 miles open for riding. 
 
D-08, Clear Creek State Forest  
The Clear Creek State Forest currently has 12.4 miles of joint-use roads open for riding. 
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D-09, Moshannon State  
Moshannon State Forest currently has 156.7 miles of joint-use roads and 57.6 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 214.3 miles open for riding this year. 
  
D-10, Sproul State Forest  
The Sproul State Forest currently has 271.2 miles of joint-use roads and 81.2 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 352.4 miles open for riding. 
 
D-11, Pinchot State Forest *(Formerly the Lackawanna State Forest) 
The Lackawanna State Forest currently has 16.3 miles of joint-use roads and 11.9 miles of 
snowmobile trails for a total of 28.2 miles open for riding. 
 
D-12, Tiadaghton State Forest  
The Tiadaghton State Forest currently has 113.6 miles of joint-use roads and 71.7 miles of 
snowmobile trails for a total of 185.3 miles open for riding. 
 
D-13, Elk State Forest  
The Elk State Forest currently has 71.4 miles of joint-use roads and 31.5 miles of snowmobile trails for 
a total of 102.8 miles open for riding. 
 
D-15, Susquehannock State Forest  
The Susquehannock State Forest currently has 147.4 miles of joint-use roads and 114.5 miles of 
snowmobile trails for a total of 261.9 miles open for riding. 
 
D-16, Tioga State  
The Tioga State Forest currently has 149.4 miles of joint-use roads and 19.2 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 168.6 miles open for riding.   
 
D-18, Weiser State Forest 
The Weiser State Forest currently has 20.1 miles of joint-use roads and 20.5 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 40.6 miles open for riding. 
 
D-19, Delaware State Forest  
The Delaware State Forest currently has 27.4 miles of joint-use roads and 85.8 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 113.2 miles open for riding. 
 
D-20, Loyalsock State Forest  
The Loyalsock State Forest currently has 94.7 miles of joint-use roads and 15.2 miles of snowmobile 
trails for a total of 109.9 miles open for riding.
